F
elix Bush is old and figures
he’s going to die soon. So
why not throw himself a

funeral?
Luckily, there’s amoney-

loving funeral director in town
who’s willing to organize just
such an occasion, a big send-off

for Felix, a
giant party
with everyone
formiles
around in-
vited.

So what if
the corpse-to-
be isn’t quite
ready for the

ground yet. It’s a technicality.
This is the eccentric and

ultimately touching premise of
“Get Low,” based on the story of a
hermit in the ’30s who suppos-
edly did emerge from solitude
and throw himself a funeral
party.

The film is a splendid acting
showcase for 79-year-old Robert
Duvall, letting the old devil put
onemore spin on the gritty
country character he established
with GusMcCraemore than 20
years ago in “LonesomeDove”
and updated later on in “Open
Range.” Crusty, strong, and sure
of self, but tortured this time
around by an incident fromhis
youth that sent him into hiding
in a remote woodsy cabin.

Duvall is accompanied by a
splendid supporting cast, in-

cluding a droll Bill Murray as the
accommodating funeral director,
Sissy Spacek as a womanwho
knew Felix when hewas young,
and Lucas Black as the funeral
director’s assistant, a young
father and husbandwhom the
crotchety Felix grows to trust.

Cinematographer-turned-
director Aaron Schneider cer-
tainly knows how to capture the
feel of backwoods Tennessee in
the ’30s, and the screenplay by
Chris Provenzano and C. Gaby
Mitchell offers some sweet dia-
logue, especially in the philoso-
phic exchanges betweenDuvall
and Black.Murray, of course,
could put his spin on the reading

of a phone book.
The film starts out as a fun

country yarn but picks up some
meat along the way, revealing
that Felix wants to stage this big
hoedown so that he can publicly
confess that grievous sin from
his past.

That confession is a tour de
force in itself, Duvall at hismost
imaginative and involved both
deep in his character and right
there in front of you. It’s beauti-
ful stuff.

“Get Low”— the title refers
to Felix’s future burial — is a
sweet yet somber pleasure,
something of a funeral party
itself, blending humor and
tragedy into a thoroughly hu-
man story, graced by a truly
great actor who’s still got the fire
in him.
